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Novel H1N1 Influenza: New 
WHO will no longer issue the global tables showing the 
numbers of confirmed cases for all countries. However, 
as part of continued efforts to document the global 
spread of the H1N1 pandemic, regular updates will be 
provided describing the situation in the newly affected 
countries. WHO will continue to request that these 
countries report the first confirmed cases and, as far as 
feasible, provide weekly aggregated case numbers and 
descriptive epidemiology of the early cases. The 
increasing number of cases in many countries with  

sustained community transmission is making it extremely difficult, if not impossible, for 
countries to try to confirm them through laboratory testing. Moreover, the counting of 
individual cases is now no longer essential in such countries for monitoring either the 
level or nature of the risk posed by the pandemic virus or to guide implementation of 
the most appropriate response measures. The level of influenza pandemic alert  
remains at phase 6.

The Pan American Health Organization (PAHO) reports 84,125 
cases of novel H1N1 influenza and 674 deaths in thirty-four 
countries in the Americas. Excluding the United States and Canada 
and Mexico, countries with the highest number of reported cases 
are Chile (10,491), Argentina (3056), Peru (1968) and Brazil

• The Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) is reporting, as of July 
17th, 40,617 confirmed/probable cases in 50 states, the District of Columbia, 
U.S. Virgin Islands, American Samoa, Guam and Puerto Rico. Two hundred 
sixty three deaths have occurred. The level of transmission is primarily 
community-based. 

• The Connecticut Department of Public Health reports, as of July 17th, 1581 
confirmed cases and seven deaths among state residents. Laboratory-
confirmed cases represent only a fraction of the likely number of cases in the 
state because many persons with mild symptoms do not seek care from a 
doctor or hospital but recover at home. 

A National Taiwan University research team has developed an 
anti-virus compound that can break down the surface 
structures of the H1N1, enterovirus and avian flu viruses as 
well as of illness-causing bacteria such as staphylococcus 
aureus. The university has already transferred the technology 
to develop the compound called “NTU-VirusBom” to private 
sector biotechnology companies. Disinfectant sprays, hand 
lotions, air filters, surgical masks and other products using the 
compound could be available on the market sometime in the 
future.

Seasonal Flu: Updated 
During week 27 (July 5-11, 2009), influenza activity decreased 
in the United States, however, there were still higher levels of 
influenza-like illness than is normal for this time of year. Over 
99% of all subtyped influenza A viruses being reported to CDC 
were novel influenza A (H1N1) viruses.  For the week ending 
July 11th , widespread influenza activity was reported by nine 
states (California, Delaware, Georgia, Hawaii, Maine, Maryland, 
Nebraska, New Jersey and New York), regional influenza 
activity was reported by Puerto Rico and 12 states (Arizona, 
Arkansas, Connecticut, Florida, Massachusetts, Nevada, North 
Carolina, Oregon, Pennsylvania, Rhode Island, Virginia and 
Washington), local influenza activity was reported by the District 
of Columbia and 12 states (Alaska, Illinois, Michigan, 
Minnesota, New Hampshire, New Mexico, South Carolina, 
Tennessee, Texas, Utah, West Virginia and Wisconsin) and 
sporadic activity was reported by 16 states (Alabama, Colorado, 
Idaho, Indiana, Iowa, Kansas, Kentucky, Louisiana, Mississippi, 
Missouri, North Dakota, Ohio, Oklahoma, South Dakota, 
Vermont and Wyoming).The state of Montana did not submit a 
report.The complete report can be accessed by going to:

New Drug Offers Radiation 
Protection: New 
A drug developed with Pentagon approval offers protection from 
radiation in the event of a nuclear attack, U.S. and Israeli 
researchers reported. The medication could offer effective 
protection in the event of nuclear or dirty bomb attacks, an 
exclusive report published Friday in the Israeli newspaper 
Yedioth Aharonoth said. Researchers came up with the idea of 
using proteins produced in bacteria found in the intestines to 
protect cells against radiation. Lab animals exposed to radiation 
who received the medication survived without any side effects 
and seventy percent of those who did not receive the 
medication died.

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Preparedness: New 
HHS is undertaking a market research effort to learn about 
organizations that could provide mass or individual medical care 
and decontamination services for victims of a chemical, biological 
or radiological attack in the National Capital Region. Due to the 
location of the center of government in Washington, DC, a 
specialized WMD medical response team is required to support 
Federal response to a terrorism incident within the Washington, 
DC metropolitan area," said an HHS market research solicitation 
released July 15. Organizations with these WMD response 
capabilities would be expected to play a number of roles, including 

preparations for incidents involving WMD, "National Special Security Events" and other 
designated major disasters or emergencies. The organization would be required to initiate its 
response within two hours of receiving an activation order, should provide at least 75 
deployable personnel for the actual response, and should provide sufficient management and 
administrative staff as well. Interested organizations should submit their capability statements 
by 10 AM on August 17 by sending an e-mail to Michele Namoski, who can be reached at 
301-443-2475. 

Cities are having second thoughts about alerting residents to natural 
disasters and catastrophes via their mobile phones and computers 
because of the expense, technological hurdles and whether it is the 
best way to warn. Alert systems that issue e-mails and text messages 
for catastrophes big and small — from tornadoes to traffic jams — have 
been adopted across the United States. Although many communities 
are satisfied with the systems, others say their experiences have been 
disappointing. As a result, FEMA recently started a two-year study to 
analyze the available technology, and the Federal Communications  

Commission (FCC) is working with wireless carriers to figure out how best to use their 
systems. A federal warning system, if it ever occurs, won't happen before 2010, said Ann 
Buckingham, acting assistant administrator for FEMA's National Continuity Programs

• A panel of medical experts has just released its assessment of the technologies and 
therapies that could be rolled out if a homemade nuclear weapon was ever detonated in 
the heart of an American city. A device of this kind - now judged by the Obama 
Administration to pose "the most immediate and extreme threat to global security" - would 
kill hundreds of thousands of people. Nevertheless, as catastrophic as such an attack 
would be, it would not level an entire city, and a timely response could save many lives.

YNH-CEPDR is committed to ensuring that 
our courses remain current with applicable federal and accrediting agency 
requirements. The current course updates meet the requirements outlined in the 
FEMA February 2008 NIMS: Five-Year  Training Plan. 

• EM 108: Emergency Preparedness for Healthcare with NIMS (New) 
Hospitals and many healthcare organizations are required to implement NIMS 
education and training for appropriate personnel. YNH-CEPDR has developed 
Emergency Preparedness for Healthcare with NIMS (EM 108) as an equivalent 
IS 700 NIMS course. This course is time-efficient and relevant to public health, 
hospital and healthcare workers. The course provides information and action  
steps all employees can take to ensure a work environment prepared  
for disasters.

• EM 142: Incident Command Systems for Healthcare with NIMS (New) This course is designed to help healthcare leaders understand their 
role in managing continuous care for patients in the event of an emergency or disaster and to meet the federal requirements for IS 100.HC, An 
Introduction to Incident Command System and IS 200.HC, Applying Incident Command System to Healthcare Organizations. EM 142 is 
designed for all those who may serve in a leadership role in a healthcare organization during an emergency or disaster. 

YNH-CEPDR also offers a number of courses that address important issues in healthcare preparedness, such as special populations, protection 
of the healthcare workforce and compliance with Joint Commission, OSHA and CMS regulations.

Senior citizens represent a special subset of individuals at risk as they have 
unique physiological and pharmacological considerations. PAHPA encourages HHS to promote appropriate pre-disaster activities at the state 
and local levels to address the medical health needs of the elderly.
