need for two vaccines. The new H1N1 influenza strain that sparked the current influenza
pandemic didn't emerge until April after production for the seasonal influenza vaccine had
already started for the 2009-2010 influenza season, which in a normal year often doesn't
start until November and peaks the following February. Global health authorities asked
vaccine makers to make a separate H1N1 vaccine. Nancy Cox, the director of the influenza
division at the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, told the panel that the new H1N1
strain is still the dominant strain circulating globally. In recent weeks, however, China has
been affected by an influenza outbreak caused by another type of "B" strain.

The U.S. public health and national security sectors have not
" yet developed an effective strategy for preventing terrorists
| from acquiring potentially lethal materials used to produce
everyday pharmaceutical products, according to one expert.
Military, diplomatic and associated security agencies have
driven the effort to prevent proliferation of biological weapons,
Brian Finlay, a senior associate at the Henry L. Stimson
Center, said in a new report. However, those organizations
traditionally employ a "guards, guns and gates" strategy that
is appropriate for safeguarding government-controlled
nuclear materials but less likely to succeed within the rapidly expanding, private-sector
biotechnology field, he said. Meanwhile, the U.S. Health and Human Services Department
and its component agencies have been reluctant to make national security a part of their
mandate, Finlay argued.

"Amerithrax" Investigation Concluded: New

Representatives of the FBI and Justice
Department provided a 92-page investigative summary along with
attachments to victims of the attacks, relatives of the victims and
appropriate committees of Congress. This document sets forth a
summary of the evidence developed in the largest investigation
into a bio-weapons attack in U.S. history. As disclosed previously,
the Amerithrax investigation found that the late Dr. Bruce lvins
acted alone in planning and executing these attacks.
